Various village improvement idez
were discussed as well as the usual agenda items of footpaths, tree preservation orders and gener
conservation issues in and around the village.

It was resolved to send a polite draft letter that had been prepared for the attention of Eric Nightingale,
owner of the Nags Head, asking him whether he still had any intention of reopening the property as a
public house. The letter pointed out that there remained a keen wish on the part of most Hargrave
people that they would like their pub to open again. The Society members felt that the loss of the pub
had damaged village social interaction and made it more difficult for new residents to settle into the
village.

It was noted that the developerds appeal agai n:¢
RES application for wind turbines at Kimbolton was due to be heard in August.

It was agreed that the Society should again plant out the tubs at the turn into the village from the B645
with flowers and also to request the Parish Council to contact County Highways once again to ask for
permission to install a white fence across part of the verge at the entrances to the village, as a visue
traffic calming measure.

You can use any chocolate in these cookiessed chopped up mars bars and the
were very tasty!!

120g unsalted butter
165g light brown sugar

1tbsp golden syrup

A few drops of vanilla extract
1 egg
210g plain flour
1/2 tsp baking powder
120g chocolaté use your favorite
Baking trays lined with greaseproof paper

Cream the butter and sugar until light and fluffy. Add the vanilla, syrup and eggs and mix well. Mix the
flour and baking powder together before adding to the mixture. Finally mix in the chopped chocolate.
Roll the dough into a log 5¢cm in diameter and place in the fridge for about an hour.

Remove the dough from the fridge and cut into discs about 2cms thick. Place on baking trays allowing
plenty of room as they spread when cooking. Bake at 170/gas 3 for about 20 minutes until pale gold.
